prohibition drama series for HBO, Boardwalk Empire.  Also starring in BEST LAID PLANS are David 

O’Hara (The Departed), Maxine Peake (Red Riding) and Adewale Akinnuoye-Agbaje (Lost).   

BEST LAID PLANS is produced by Derbyshire-based Made Up North productions and Moli Films.  

Producers are Michael Knowles and Stacey Murray for Made Up North Productions and Brad Moore for 

Moli Films.

But when Danny is 

unable to repay his mounting debts to violent underworld boss Curtis (David O’Hara), a devastating 

series of events unfolds that will test the friends’ bonds of love and loyalty to the limit.
